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A graphic novel is a 
novel—a single complete 
story—told via the same 
sequential art techniques 
used for comic strips and 

comic books. The 
Kimbrough Library 

contains several hundred 
graphic novels, as well as 

trade paperback and 
hardback collections of 
both comic strips and 

comic books. This 
collection includes both 
works by contemporary 
comic artists and many 
examples of best work 

done in the comics field 
since the creation of the 

comic strip in 1896. 
 

The collection continues to 
grow as the practice of 

reprinting comic book and 
comic strip series in book 

form becomes more 
common. The Kimbrough 
Library also subscribes to 

several periodicals that 
deal with comics and
