Concept Treatment

Do you ever feel lost, like you carry too much in your heart? The Soul Sweets Cafe 
is the perfect place to stop! Come to this magical cart full of potions and pastries 

that are guaranteed to heal whatever troubles your soul. Each treat is tied to a 
different emotion someone may feel. From heart-shaped puffs that give you a 
sense of warmth, to a passionfruit mango potion that ignite the spark in you. 

Whatever you may be feeling, the Soul Sweets Cafe has you covered!

The Soul Sweets Cafe centers around human emotions, using themed treats to 
evoke different feelings. For example, a lavender honey cake makes one feel calm, 
while shattered pretzel bark could symbolize grief. Each treat also comes with an 

affirmation card to go with whatever emotion the treat is themed around. The 
cart’s design draws inspiration from Ghibli and Pokémon for a whimsical look. The 
backstory of the cart follows a certain witch who wanders the lands with her cart, 

wanting to use her gifts in magic and cooking to guide and help people!



Concept Treatment Continued… (oh you thought you were done reading didn’t you?)

The cart itself features a three-layered food display, with the bottom layer chilled 
for drinks, and the upper layers at a normal temp for pastries. Guests can pay 

using the contactless terminals or give cash to a cast member. A fan and 
generator are suspended above the counter in the upper roof, while the back of 
the cart has storage for supplies. The windows and small lamps provide a warm 

lighting adding to the aesthetic. 

Altogether, the Soul Sweets Cafe offers storytelling, charm, and functionality that 
offer a standout experience. The cart isn't just offering food, it’s providing a 

comforting and meaningful moment for guests! Whether a guest is seeking a new 
experience, or they are just hungry from walking around a theme park all day, the 

Soul Sweets Cafe offers a unique experience that they can return to again and 
again!
